Every competitor is obliged to have a valid civil liability insurance on an amount of  1.000,000 euro. Every competing crew must also certife a measurment form and an individual approval for the advertisment if necessary.

14. SAFETY REGULATIONS

When racing, each crew member shall wear personal buoyancy to the minimum standard EN 393 (CE 50N) or equivalent. Inflatable buoyancy vests are not permitted.

15. STATEMENT OF LIABILITY

Competitors are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces this responsibility. It is for competitors to decide whether their boat and its helm and crew are fit to sail in the conditions that they might find. By launching or going to sea competitors confirm their boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in them. Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the owners and/or competitors, nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the event and include the organizing authority, race committee, race officer, safety officer, patrol boat personnel and beach masters. The provision of patrol boats does not relieve owners and competitors of their responsibilities.

16. INSURANCE

Boats are required to be adequately insured including insurance against third party claims of at least 1.000,000 euro or the equivalent in other.

17. RIGHTS TO USE NAMES & LIKENESSES

Competitors automatically grant to the organizing authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television of or relating to the event.

15. THE COURSES

The intended courses will be trapezoids, though windward-leeward courses may be used.

16. PENALTY SYSTEM

RRS Appendix P (Immediate Penalties for Breaking RRS 42) will apply.

17. SCORING

Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series. 11 races are to be set.

A boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, with discards applied as follows:

5 races completed 1 discard

10 races completed 2 discards

18. SUPPORT BOATS

Support boats shall register at the Race Office during the registration period. During racing support boats shall

remain more than 100 metres from the course area, except when asked to assist by the Race Committee.
19. PRIZES AND MEDALS

Medals and Polish Championship title will be awarded to best Polish sailors taking part, individually in open and in women category. The winners in open and women category will obtain cups and prizes from the sponsors.
